The leftmost diagram shows three 45 minute Spanish classes opposite 

both MST classes simultaneously. This would work on Tuesdays or 

Fridays when Chris and I are doing mostly project mentoring or group 
work and no lengthy formal class time since kids would be coming and 

going. For example, for the first block, I would have Engineering 
students from Spanish 1 and 3. In the next block, my Spanish 3ers 

would swap with the 2ers and the 1ers would finish off their work. In the 
final block, 2 and 3ers would do their second half of whatever it was they 

were doing. This would make classes a smidge smaller and would, for 
certain activities (individualized and small group ones in math or Lego 

building for example) work out fine. Sara would then be available to 
oversee study opposite Hum at another time during the day, or I could 

teach a MST extension to the full group of interested engineering 

students.
The second diagram is similar. Spanish could be as long as desired. The 

classes would be partitioned either top half and bottom half or perhaps 
with partners where a more experienced Spanish student could do oral 

practice with a less experienced student (un hermano mayor). 
Neighborhood school does reading buddies where older kids read with 

younger ones. This could be a speaking buddies time. In this 
configuration, Both MSTs would repeat with smaller groupings (could be 

good for Chem labs or other mentoring intensive MST days). These 
could also be actividades of a cultural nature.

The rightmost diagram is similar in terms of Spanish sectioning to the 

middle one. Any division of the class into two rather than three parts 
means we do not have a loose group unaccounted for. PE is an hour 

and a half and Spanish could be any length up to that.
I am not proposing the non-standard Spanish sectioning for more than 

one day per week. Even that is not necessarily needed if we do the left-
hand arrangement. They are each just possibilities, so Sara please do 

not get stressed by these scheduling gymnastics. Our goal is always to 
have the schedule serve the learning needs of the kids and the goals of 

the classes. What we do one week need not be the same solution to this 
problem the next.
